WHAT

Ladies Rock Camp (LRC) is a weekend day camp that serves as an annual fundraiser for Girls Rock! Seattle. LRC is an
opportunity for ladies 19 and over to let loose, play and write music together, and to encourage each other to step out of
life-long comfort zones in a safe and supportive environment.
